In total,
around fifty actors will answer questions from high school students and students. Many
training sectors are represented: commerce, management, communication, artistic,
digital, engineers, health, social and sport, etc. Conferences bringing together
educational leaders and higher education experts will punctuate the day.

The Student Fair has been organized for 2 years in partnership with the Normandy Region,
the rectorate of the Rouen academy, the City of Le Havre and the Le Havre Seine
Métropole Urban Community.

Docks Le Havre Normandie from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Organized in the heart of
the Le Havre-Normandie campus, this fair is dedicated to guiding young
people to help them build their future projects.
