Unfortunately, there are no plans at the moment to include stand up paddle in the
Olympics, but the international federation is working hard to ensure that our discipline
becomes an Olympic sport in the future. In any case, if stand up paddle becomes an
Olympic discipline, it would be a dream come true for me to take part in this prestigious
event !
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
